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HINTS ON EXHIBITION COOKING

1. It is important you read the schedule carefully. Check closing time for entries.
2. Read your recipe – it could mean a difference between success or failure.
3. Always weigh your ingredients.
4. Never turn your cake onto cake cooler. The marks are regarded as a decoration.

Place on board covered with tea towels.
5. Do not use packet cake - unless stated.
6. Use castor sugar for finer cakes.
7. Most important to use fresh ingredients, especially shortening.
8. Do not use cornflour in sponge unless on schedule.
9. Do not use ring tin unless stated.

10. Do not put your cakes in plastic containers or bags before judging as this can draw
moisture – use cellophane for best results.

11. Biscuits and pikelets should be dainty.
12. Lamingtons should be butter mixture. Approximately 4cm.
13. Ice cake on top only unless otherwise stated.
14. Weigh sponge mixture for even heights.
15. Do not over flavour especially soda.
16. Do not trim a cake.
17. You have taken care with your cake, so take care with your presentation.

GUIDELINES FOR NEEDLEWORK

1. Please read the schedule carefully.
2. Judges look for clean well presented work.
3. Items should not be soiled.
4. Plain sewing:

• Stitching and seam finishes should be uniform throughout the garment.
• Open seams or overlocked seams should be used for most garments, generally
   French seams for lingerie, baby wear and blouses.
• Facings - attached, clipped to stiching and caught down only on seam points.
• Hems - either blind or French hem.
• Collars and lapels same length.
• Button holes right direction.

5. Embroidery:
• Should be attached with pins to coloured cardboard (to complement work).
• Work should not be started or finished with knots, it should be invisibly finished.
• Cross stitch - all stitches on the reverse side should all go the same way.
• All stitches on right side must have top of stitch going in one direction.

RICH FRUIT CAKE
Here’s what you need:

250g (8oz) sultanas
250g (8oz) chopped raisins
250g (8oz) currants
125g (4oz) chopped mixed peel
90g (3oz) chopped red glace cherries
90g (3oz) chopped blanched almonds
1/3 cup sherry or brandy
250g (8oz) plain flour
60g (2oz) self raising flour
1/4 teaspoon grated nutmeg
1/2 teaspoon ground ginger
1/2 teaspoon ground cloves
250g (8oz) butter
250g (8oz) soft brown sugar
1/2 teaspoon lemon essence or finely grated lemon rind
1/2 teaspoon almond essence
1/2 teaspoon vanilla essence
4 large eggs

Here’s what you do:
Mix together the fruits and nuts and sprinkle with the sherry or brandy. Cover and leave
for at least one (1) hour, but preferably overnight. Sift together the flours and spices.
Cream together the butter and sugar with the essences. Add the eggs one at a time,
beating well after each addition, then alternately add the fruit and flour mixtures. Mix
thoroughly. The mixture should be stiff enough to support a wooden spoon. Place the
mixture into a prepared tin no larger than 20cm (8 inches) and bake in a slow oven for
approximately 3-4 hours. Allow the cake to cool in the tin.

NOTE:
To ensure uniformity and depending upon the size it is suggested the raisins be snipped
into 2 or 3 pieces, cherries into 4 to 6 pieces and almonds crosswise into 3 to 4 pieces.
